COVID Vaccine

This is a sensitive area, but does raise concerns. National Catholic Bioethics Center questioned pharmaceutical companies—
Moderna and Pfizer, is the vaccine developed using cell lines initially derived from aborted fetuses. On December 3, the Catholic
bishops of California issued a statement (https://cacatholic.org/covid-vaccines) saying that the imminent Pfizer and Moderna
COVID-19 vaccines are morally acceptable. They have not produced the vaccines from cells of fetuses.
