The powerful imagery of John’s vision in the second reading from the book of Revelation shows us the company we
keep when we have faith in the name of Jesus. We join all living creatures, “countless in number” from “heaven, earth,
under the earth, in the sea; everything in the universe” (Revelation 5:11, 13).
