Lenten—Fasting and Abstinence
These practices are to help us have mastery over instincts and bodily temptations. During Lent, Catholics are asked to
refrain from meat on Fridays, exemptions age, health, travelling. Catholics aged 18 to 59 fasting is obligated on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. This means only one full meal that day. It can be broken into 2 lunch, 2 dinner. Inter-
estingly fasting is related to the intake of food, not drinks or alcohol. Fasting is not obligated on solemnities.
