The 13th Century Church (Part5)

A “Heretic” is one whose teachings are false. Two heresies sprung up in France in the 13th
Century:

The Waldensians, who criticized the Church for its wealth and power, were founded by merchant Peter Waldo.
Waldo and his followers advocated that all Christians should live a life of poverty. They denied the doctrine of purga-
tory and the authority of the Catholic Church. They broke from the church denouncing the Pope, Bishops, and Priests.
Wlado was excommunicated by Pope Lucius III.

The Albigensians, named after the town of Albi, France. They denied incarnation, the divinity of Christ, and the
real presence of Christ at the Mass and Resurrection. They also said the Church was enslaved by the evil god and had
perverted Jesus’ teachings. In 1209, Pope Innocent III called for a crusade against the Albigensians, and they were de-
feated with the fall of their stronghold in Montsegur, France in 1244.
